The Gospel of Luke

Jesus reveals His Resurrected Reality:

1) By showing them His scars

2) By His capacity to eat food

3) By connecting them with God’s Greater Story




The Gospel of Luke

1) Messiah needed to suffer (just like the other Prophets)
2) Messiah would rise

3) Repentance of sins IN HIS NAME is to be
proclaimed to ALL Nations




The Gospel of Luke

Notice what Jesus does first:

1) They are transformed — “eyes” are opened

2) “Clothed with Power from on High”




The Gospel of Luke

Luke 3:16 John answered and said to them
all, “As for me, | baptize you with water; but
One is coming who is mightier than |, and |
am not fit to untie the thong of His sandals;
He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and
fire.
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The Disciples Reaction:

1) Worship Jesus

2) Blessed God

3) Return to Jerusalem

4) GREAT JOY!
